How Did Members of Congress Score on Ahimal Protection in 2007?

The Humane Society
Legislative Fund posted
its 2007 Humane
Scorecard, The score-
card, which is published
annually, provides the
records of U.S. Senators
and U.S. Representa-
tives on major animal
welfare policies. This
most recent report card
covers the first session of
the 110th Congress.

The Humane Scorecard
provides an easy way for
constituents to assess
how their federal lawmak-
ers acted on animal pro-
tection issues, and it
helps chart the progress
of our public policy work
on behalf of animals.
Animal protection is more
than ever being treated
like the serious moral
issue it is on Capitol Hill,
and lawmakers are
debating policies that
have enormous implica-
tions for animals.

Last year, Congress
passed measures dealing
with animal fighting,
chimpanzee sanctuaries,
pet food safety, the
Canadian seal hunt, and
a war dog memorial.
Appropriators provided
record levels of funding
for the enforcement of
animal welfare laws and
support for alternatives to

animal testing, cut
spending for horse
slaughter and trophy
hunting, and directed
agencies to take action
on de-clawing of cats
and humane slaughter of
poultry. Many issues are
still to be settled in 2008,
including the Farm Bill,
which includes animal
welfare provisions dealing
with dogfighting, puppy
imports, and experimen-
tation on pets.

The 2007 report scores
lawmakers on their floor
votes on legislation to
crack down on animal
fighting, protect wild
horses and burros from
slaughter, and stop the
imports of sport-hunted
polar bear trophies; their
co-sponsorship of key
bills such as those to
stop horse slaughtet,
require the labeling of fur-
trimmed apparel, and end
the use of random source
dogs and cats (including

stolen pets) in research;
and their signing of a let-
ter requesting funding for
enforcement of animal
welfare laws. Members
who led as prime spon-
sors of animal protection
legislation receive extra
credit.

3 ANIMAL WELFARE
BILLS INTO LAW

HB 1304
(Solano/Schwartz), lllegal
Taking/Possessing of
Bald Eagles: This bill
increases the penalties
for poaching bald eagles
in Colorado, with each
violation now carrying a
fine of $1,000 to
$100,000, up to a year in
jail, or both. Additionally,

a fine of 20 license sus-
pension points will be
assessed.

HB 1200
(Soper/Tochtrop),
Computer-Assisted
"Remote Hunting": This
bill prohibits computer-
assisted "remote hunt-
ing," which allows a per-
son to use a computer to
remotely control, aim and
fire a weapon at wildlife
while the computer user
is off site, even hundreds
of miles away.

HB 1042
(McKinley/Brophy),
Animal Massage Therapy
Exemption: This bill
expands treatment
options for animals, cre-
ating an exemption to the
Colorado Veterinary
Practice Act for animal
massage therapy.

Foreclosures Means
Abandoned Pets

Stories of families who
have lost their homes and
find themselves no longer
able to keep their pets
continue to pour in from
around the United States.
In New Haven, CT, where
foreclosures have gone
up 80 percent in the past
year, local animal shelters
receive an average of a
call per day from some-
one who wants to surren-
der a pet. In Michigan,
the Anti-Cruelty Society
shelter has seen a 30-
percent intake increase
over the same period.
And last week, the City of
Los Angeles, CA, issued
a press release revealing
that LA Animal Service’s
intake of pets rose 16
percent in the first four
months of 2008.

California—arguably one
the of states hit hardest
by the subprime mort-
gage market collapse—is
leading the way in the
creation of new legisla-
tion that attempts to
address this issue. The
California State
Legislature is now con-
sidering Assembly Bill
2949, which would allow
bank representatives to
immediately seek poten-
tially life-saving help for
animals abandoned at
foreclosed properties.

The bill was introduced
by Assemblyman Mark
DeSaulnier, and is
cosponsored by the
ASPCA and the California
Animal Association.

“The ASPCA urges pet
parents faced with fore-
closure to bring their pets
to a proper animal shelter
if unable to place them
with friends or family,”
says Californian Jill
Buckley, ASPCA Senior
Director of Legislative
Services. “With the
increasing numbers of
property abandonments,
more and more animals
are being left behind to
fend for themselves. This
bill will help these ani-
mals obtain the proper
care and attention they
need.” W

Helmsley Leaves
$8B to Canine Care

Leona Helmsley reportedly
directed that her fortune -
up to $8 billion - be used
for the care and welfare of
dogs. The New York Times
reported Wednesday that
the bequest was included
in a so-called mission
statement for the estate of
the real estate magnate,
who died last August. It's
not certain that all the
money will go to the dogs,
however. The mission
statement wasn't formally

incorporated into
Helmsley's will or trust
documents.

Two people who saw the
statement told the Times
the document also says
the estate trustees may
use their discretion in dis-
tributing the money. They
could, for instance, decide
to spend the money for
animal rescue groups, vet-
erinary schools or research
on canine diseases.

The hotel queen's will
named her own dog,
Trouble, as a beneficiary.
But the Maltese isn't quite
as well-heeled as she used
to be. In April, a Manhattan
judge reduced the trust
fund for the 9-year-old
pooch from $12 million to
$2 million M.

9/11 Canine Hero
to be Cloned

A dog that sniffed out sur-
vivors from under the rub-
ble of New York's World
Trade Center after the
2001 terror strikes is to be
cloned, the California-
based firm conducting the
procedure said.

ATrakr, a German shepherd
who lives with his owner
James Symington in Los
Angeles, was picked by
BioArts International as the
most "clone-worthy"

canine in a competition
offering an owner a free
chance to replicate their
pet.

Symington said he and
Trakr were among the first
search and rescue teams
to arrive at Ground Zero
after the September 11
attacks, and were respon-
sible for locating the last
human survivor under
about 30 feet (nine meters)
of debris.

Now aged 15, the dog no
longer has use of his back
legs due to a degenerative
neurological disorder.
According to BioArts,
experts believe the condi-
tion may be linked to
exposure to toxic smoke at
the World Trade Center
site.

"Trakr means the world to
me," Symington said. "To
know that part of him is
going to live on is just
beyond words. It's the
greatest gift I've ever
received."

In the next month, BioArts
said it would transport a
sample of Trakr's DNA to
the South Korean lab of its
partner, the Sooam
Biotech Research
Foundation, and the clone
could be ready by the end
of this year. H

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So vyou want to help a rescue dos....

but don’t know
where to start.
Here are some great
ideas to get you going
in the right direction.

We always need foster homes
but we know not everyone
can foster. There are still so
many things you can do to
contribute to saving dogs. We
need other volunteers to do
home visits, phone inter-
views, transportation of dogs,
supply gathering, and staffing
events. Please, please talk
these opportunities up to
your friends and colleagues.
There are some other things
you can do, too.

e Offer to come walk the fos-
ters. Foster homes might
appreciate spending some
time with their own dogs
for just a short time. On the
other hand, consider offer-
ing to walk the resident
dogs, too! On that note,
please make sure to give
lots of attention to the resi-
dent dogs whenever you
visit foster homes. These
are the dogs that let us
foster needy dogs and they
share their homes, their
toys, their beds, and their
people with the fosters.
Make sure they are reward-
ed with extra hugs. | can
guarantee that every foster
home will love to hear
good things about their
dogs!

¢ |t’s a stretch, but you might
consider offering to pick up
a foster home’s yard. Lots
of dogs means lots to pick
up! Everyone wants to do
the fun part of rescue but
there’s less interest in the
messy parts!

e Collect supplies for the
dogs. We always need
towels, blankets, com-
forters, and sheets to use
as bedding for the dogs.
Are your friends and neigh-
bors cleaning out their
linen closets? We can use
all the items they can’t!
Dog bowls are useful, too.

® Find a good deal on a dog

bed? The seniors especial-
ly love cushy beds and it
feels so good to know
you’ve made that possible!
Costco and Sam’s Club
often have wonderful beds
for under $20.

Stumble on a bargain at
the food supply store?
Maybe you’d like to buy a
case of food or a bag of
premium for one of our
dogs. Don’t forget to take
those sample sized pack-
ages, even if your dogs
aren’t interested in those
formulas. We have dogs
who will be thrilled!

Find a great garage sale
run by a dog owner? Snag
a dog crate, some piddle
pads, dog toys, or other
supplies at bargain costs.
Some of our volunteers
drive hard bargains and
convince the people who
run these sales to donate
the items to us or to cut
costs drastically! We can
also use stuffed animals as
toys for the dogs but
please avoid those with the
little beads that go every-
where when the dogs
decide to tear up the toys!
Just toss these things into
the washer before giving
them to the dogs to contin-
ue your efforts for the
dogs.

We can always use clean-
ing supplies like detergent,
fabric softener, bleach,
paper towels, etc. Dogs are
messy! Plastic bags of all
sizes also come in handy.
We always need ziptop
bags to send food to new
homes along with the
dogs.

We can use office supplies,
too! Have half a box of
folder files? We can use
them!

Offer to do all the trans-
portation for a particular
dog. That would be a huge
relief for both the foster
family and for the trans-
portation coordinator! That

would mean you would be
available to run the dog to
the vet, to a prospective
adopter, to any events,
etc.! Sometimes the foster
families just can’t do the
care of the dog and the
transportation of the dogs.

Consider asking your bak-
ery department to save all
the plastic bins that con-
tain icing or pickles. After
you scrub them out, they
are perfect to store and
distribute pet food. We can
always use more of these!

Are their special treats you
know about that dogs
love? Consider getting
some for a foster dog and
all the other dogs in that
household. Senior dogs or
those who have been in a
long time would especially
benefit from this unexpect-
ed thoughtfulness!

Do you like grooming? Lots
of our dogs can use some
loving attention. If you
want to be especially won-
derful, offer to take a foster
to a grooming facility or to
your own home and spoil
that dog with a bath, nail
clipping, ear cleaning, etc.!
Or offer to bathe dogs at
the foster home and come
with a pile of towels and all
the materials to bathe and
groom the dogs.

Are you good at photogra-
phy? Take the initiative and
contact a foster home and
offer to capture the fosters
in spectacular shots. This
is especially helpful for fos-
ter homes far from the
metro area or those with
multiple fosters. If the fos-
ter home takes you up on
the offer, consider taking a
few shots of the resident
dogs, too!

Are you a social creature?
Consider taking Deb’s fos-
ter poster and plastering it
everywhere in a certain
part of town. You can chat
with store owners and dis-
tribute lots of these. You
don’t have to be a foster

family yourself to talk up
the experience! Use your
imagination and think out-
side the box in locating
places to post these. You
never know whether some-
one waiting for a child at a
karate class might be read-
ing what you posted and
decide to save another dog
by fostering!

Know a group of children
or church groups or any
other group who might
welcome us as presenters?
We’ve visited a number of
groups and have spread
the word about rescue.
Some have given us dona-
tions, too, but the educa-
tional impact of these pre-
sentations is very reward-
ing.

Mention to your neighbor
or relative that our group
benefits from all sorts of
things. They can donate an
old car, do online searches,
and buy some of their sup-
plies with us getting money
out of their generosity!

Dream up fundraisers for
us. Are you creative? Want
to donate something for us
to auction off? Create a
catchy slogan and design a
program to benefit the
dogs.

Make a goal of donating a
set amount of money every
month and then do some-
thing to earn that amount.
Some volunteers babysit
one night a month and
donate that amount. Others
offer to walk dogs or wash
cars or sell things on ebay
or give dance lessons or
tutor or almost anything.
The sky’s the limit.

Consider offering a dis-
count to our adopters or
volunteers. A discount on
what? Be creative! This
could be dog-related or
something as far from pets
as possible!
