PUMPKIN
CHEESE CAKE

Crust:

12 Cinnamon Graham
Crackers

1/4 C Soft Margarine
3 T Sugar

1 Pinch Cinnamon

Grease sides and bot-
tom of spring form cake
pan and line bottom of
pan with above mixture.
Reserve about 2 T of
mixture to sprinkle over
top of cake.

Filling:

1 1/4 C Sugar

19 oz. Cream cheese

1 pt. Sour Cream (8 0z.)
2 t Vanilla

2 t Lemon Juice

1 can Pumpkin Pie filling
(15 oz or to taste)

4 eggs separated

Beat first five ingredients
along with egg yolks until
creamy. Add one can of
pumpkin pie filling and
mix. Beat egg whites
until fluffy and fold into
mixture. Pour into pre-
pared cake pan and
sprinkle with reserved
crust mixture. Bake 1
hour at 325 degrees.

Open oven door

slightly and let cool

in oven for 1 hour
before removing.
Refrigerate 24 hours
before serving or
removing from pan.

" COCKTAIL
MEATBALLS

Serves 10

Ingredients

1 Ib lean ground beef
1 egg

2 T water

1/2 cup bread crumbs
3 T minced onion

1 (8 ounce) can jellied
cranberry sauce

3/4 cup chili sauce

1 T brown sugar

1 1/2 t lemon juice

Cooking Instructions
Preheat oven to 350
degrees F (175 degrees
C).

In a large bowl, mix
together the ground
beef, egg, water, bread
crumbs, and minced
onion. Roll into small
meatballs. Bake in pre-
heated oven for 20 to 25
minutes, turning once.

In a slow cooker or large
saucepan over low heat,
blend the cranberry
sauce, chili sauce,
brown sugar, and lemon
juice. Add meatballs, and
simmer for 1 hour before
serving.

CURRIED
SWEET
POTATOES

Serves 10

Ingredients

4 1/2 pounds sweet
potatoes

1t salt

1 cup dried apricots
1/2 cup raisins

1 cup boiling water
1 T canola oil

1 onion

2 t curry powder
Freshly ground pepper

Cooking Instructions

1. Place sweet potatoes
in a large pot and add
enough cold water to
cover by 1 inch. Add 1
teaspoon salt and
bring to a boil over
high heat. Reduce
heat to medium and
cook, uncovered, until
tender but not mushy,
8 to 12 minutes. Drain
well.

2. Meanwhile, combine
apricots, raisins and
boiling water in a small
bowl; let sit until
plumped, about 10
minutes.

3. Heat oil in a large
wide pot over medium-
high heat. Add onion
and cook, stirring
often, until softened,
about 2 minutes. Add
curry powder and
cook, stirring, until fra-

grant, about 2 minutes.

Add the cooked sweet
potatoes, apricots,
raisins and the fruit-

soaking liquid. Season
with salt and pepper.
Stir gently over medi-
um-low heat until
warmed through.

FUNNEL CAKES

Serves 10

Ingredients

1 2/3 cups all-purpose
flour

1/4 t salt

3/4 t baking soda

1/2 t cream of tartar

1 quart oil for frying

2 T white sugar

1 egg

1 cup milk

1/4 cup confectioners'
sugar for dusting

Cooking Instructions
In a mixing bowl, beat
together egg and milk.
Beat in flour, salt, baking
soda, cream of tartar,
and white sugar until
smooth.

Heat about 1 inch cook-
ing oil in frying pan to
375 degrees F (190
degrees C).

Pour 1/2 cup batter
through funnel into oil
with a circular motion to
form a spiral. Fry until
lightly brown; turn over
to brown the other side.
Cook to golden brown,
and remove to drain on
paper towels. Sprinkle
with confectioner's sugar
while still warm.
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Recipes for Dogs

LIVER TREATS

Wash liver then place in
a saucepan with water
to cover. Bring to a boil
and cook for four min-
utes. Drain, cool and cut
into small bite-sized
pieces. Put them on a
lined baking sheet and
place in a 300 degree F
oven for around two
hours, or until dried out.
These are wonderful
training treats and are
not messy to carry
around in your pocket.
Keep them in a covered
container in the refriger-
ator and they will last
several months.

DOG BISCUITS

This recipe was developed by
Emily Karizen of Louisville,
who entered it in The Denver
Post's Kids' Week cooking
contest. With her mom's
help, she bakes the treats
every other month and
donates them to the
Longmont Humane Society.

Ingredients:

2 3/4 cups whole wheat
flour

1/2 cup powdered milk

1 tsalt

1/4 t garlic powder

1 egg

6 t vegetable oil

8-10 T water

2 small jars strained

baby food (beef, chick-

en, lamb or liver) ---

If you want vegan treats
| imagine you can add
veggie baby food ---
although the dogs love
the meat --- by the way,
lamb is easier to digest
for senior dogs.

Directions:

Mix all ingredients
together and knead for 3
minutes. Roll out to 1/2
inch thick. Using a dog-
bone-shaped cookie cut-
ter, cut biscuits, and
place them on an
ungreased baking sheet.
Bake in preheated oven
at 350 degrees for 20 to
25 minutes. Makes
approximately 2 dozen
doggie biscuits.

PUMPKIN-
PATCH
BISCUITS

Makes: 3 dozen

Ingredients:

1 1/2 cups whole wheat
flour

1 T brown sugar

1/2 t ground cinnamon
1/2 t ground nutmeg

4 R butter-flavored
Crisco

1/2 cup pumpkin,
canned

1 whole egg

1/2 cup buttermilk

Preparation & Cooking
Preheat oven to 400
degrees. Combine flour,
cinnamon and nutmeg
and cut in shortening.
Beat egg with milk and
pumpkin and combine
with flour, mixing well.
Stir until soft dough
forms. Drop by table-
spoons onto ungreased
cookie sheet and bake
for 12 to 15 minutes. Let
cool and serve.

SALMON
TREATS

Ingredients:

1 can salmon, pink

1/2 cup chopped parsley
3 eggs -- shells included
1/2 cup sesame seeds --
ground in coffee grinder

1/2 cup flax seeds --

ground in coffee grinder
2-3 cups potato flour

Preparation & Cooking
Put these ingredients
into a food processor,
mix VERY WELL. Pour
potato flour through the
opening while the motor
is running. Approximately
2-3 cups. When the
dough forms, like a pie
crust, and rolls into a ball
it is ready to take out.
Dump this onto potato
floured counter or board.
Knead more flour into
this and when it is has
cookie dough consisten-
cy, it is ready to roll out
to about 1/4 inch thick.
Use a pizza cutter to roll
our long strips and then
cut crosswise to make
small squares . You may
also use a cookie cutter.
Bake on cookie sheets,
spray Pam or line the
sheet with parchment
paper. Put in as many as
will fit. Usually two whole
cookie sheets suffices.
Bake in a 375 degree
oven for 20 min. Turn
and rotate the cookie
sheets and bake about
10 more minutes. You
can make them as soft
or as hard as you want.

Begin with 4 sandwich
cookies. Glue these
together with icing.
Take a fourth cookie
and glue in to the oth- = =
ers a little higher for
the head.

Paint the face with
icing. Stick two minia-
ture marshmallows for
cheeks. Next add an M&M nose, and tongue,
and two M&M eyes.

The ears are made by cutting fruit gum-
mies into triangle shapes. The tail is a thin piece
of cherry or strawberry licorice. You may wish to
add a miniature marshmallow to the end of the
tail for an additional touch. Finally add four legs
with miniature marshmallows. The pieces are all
glued onto the dog with icing.
